What is the data from the testing telling us on where these trumpeters
came from? Are they Yellowstone birds? What is the current trumpeter
species population estimated at? Is it going up? Down? Is the harvest of 20
birds impacting said population? We just put a new system in place, why
can't we give it a few years to see if that works before we change it? We
had concerns in the past about trumps harvested at PSG, so it was closed
to swan hunting. We open it back up and coincidentally start hitting the
quota every year at that point. There's plenty of options to try before we just
start making criminals out of an honest mistake, the majority of the time
one is killed. You cannot compare identifying a species of duck to a species
of swan. For what | would hope are, obvious reasons. A single duck and its
unique coloring, wing beat and profile in the air is far easier to identify than
a single white or gray bird. It would be more along the lines of telling the
difference between the subspecies of a single Canada goose. Without
something to compare it to, it's pretty- tough in many scenarios. We
aren't comparing- and elbows here, we are comparing one- cheek
against the other. In the past, a yellow lore present didn't ALWAYS get
marked down as a tundra. And a trumpeter wasn't ALWAYS marked down
as a trumpeter. It's pretty scary that a poaching charge could be thrown at
you depending on which officer or division employee running the check
station you run in to and what kind of day they are having. | don't know the
answer is, but this isn't it if you need to have an attorney on retainer every
time you go to check in a swan. It really feels like some Utah officials are
just tired of doing their job and want the easy fix. The easier fix is close
PSG to swan hunting.

*Remember, this could severely impact someone's livelihood and life
long-term, when all they intended was to go have an innocent weekend
swan hunt and then do the right thing when they realize a mistake was
made.

| also believe you are not comparing apples to apples on bird identification,
ducks and geese are highly distinguishable from one another. | have
guided and hunted swans for 30 years, if a Trumpeter is silent or not flying
with Tundra swans, they can be almost impossible to tell apart on the wing.
We have made it unsportsmanlike to land birds and shoot them on the
water and this would be the only way to be 100% certain, after viewing it in
binoculars to tell them apart.
